How To Use A Tuner…
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1. Turn the tuner on using the power button located underneath the screen.

2. Make sure the device is set on “Tuner”.  There is a switch located on the right side of the device (underneath the volume wheel).  It should be in the up position.

3. Make sure the number in the upper right hand corner of the screen always says 440.  If you turn your tuner on and it says another number, use the top set of up & down arrows (located to the right of the screen) to change the number to read 440.

4. The letter on the upper left corner of the screen tells you what note you are playing.  IT IS IN CONCERT PITCH, meaning that if you play something other than flute, oboe, bassoon, or low brass, you will have to use the transposition chart on the back to figure out what note you are playing.

5. To be in tune, you want the green light to come on and the needle should be just to the right of “0” between “0” and the first dot.
6. If the needle is to the LEFT of “0”, then you are FLAT.  The yellow light will come on.  If you are FLAT, then you PUSH IN your slide, barrel, head joint or mouthpiece (depending on what instrument you play).
7. If the needle is to the RIGHT of “0”, then you are SHARP.  The red light on the right will come on.  If you are SHARP, then you PULL OUT your slide, barrel, head joint or mouthpiece (depending on what instrument you play).
