In order to have a successful experience as a Bishop Band Member, we expect you to have the following materials with you in class each day:

· Essential Elements 2000 Book #2 – These books are instrument specific – make sure to get the one for YOUR instrument.
· Smart Music Computer Software – Available for $36/year at www.smartmusic.com. More information about Smart Music is available on the band website at www.howardbishopband.com. (SMART MUSIC SOFTWARE IS A REQUIREMENT BEGINNING WITH THE 2010-2011 SCHOOL YEAR.)
· Highlighters (Various Colors)

· Sharpened Pencils 

· Pens (red, green or purple ink)

· 1 1” 3-ring BLACK binder

· Plastic Page Protectors (approx. 20)

· Reeds – if you play a reed instrument.  Reed players MUST HAVE A MINIMUM of 3 working reeds in their case at all times.  It is less expensive to purchase reeds by the box rather than individually.  We prefer that you purchase Vandoren, Mitchell Lurie or LaVoz reeds.  RICO REEDS ARE NOT ALLOWED!!!
· Mouthpiece – For sanitary reasons, school instrument players must provide their own mouthpiece.
· Cleaning Swab – This is the cleaning cloth that woodwind players use to clean out the inside of their instrument after each use.
· Polishing Cloth – This is a cloth that is purchased from the music store and is chemically treated to keep the outside of your instrument clean.  Any ole’ cloth just won’t do!  (
· Cork Grease – for woodwind players
· Reed Guard – This is an accessory for woodwind players that holds their reeds and prevents them from getting chipped, cracked or warped.
· Tuning Slide Grease/Cream- for brass players
· Mouthpiece Brush/Cleaning Snake – for brass players
· Valve Oil – for brass players
· Straight Mute- we prefer the metal variety (FOR TRUMPET PLAYERS ONLY)
· Chain & Lock for case – chain needs to fit snuggly through the handle and around the case.  This is an ABSOLUTE REQUIREMENT!

· Luggage Tag - to label outside of the case.  Please put your child’s name on the inside of the case as well.
· Handheld Tuner/Metronome w/universal clip-on “pick-up” 

· Spit Rag - for brass players.  Small washcloth to empty water key onto.  These will be provided by the HBMS Band and will be washed weekly.  This is to avoid “spit” going into the carpet which stains it and is unsanitary.  
Special Items Required If You Play Percussion: (pre-packed stick bags available at Hoggtowne Music)
(Please individually label all sticks/mallets with child’s name)
· Small Stick Bag (if you can get a small lock for the stick bag, it is HIGHLY SUGGESTED to do so!)
· Snare Drum Sticks (Vic Firth SD1 or equivalent – round bead, not oval)

· Medium Hard/Hard Xylophone Mallets (plastic head)

· Medium Yarn or Cord Wrapped Mallets 

· Medium/Medium Hard Timpani Mallets (Vic Firth General/Staccato or equivalent)

· Metronome

· Snare Drum Practice Pad (Vic Firth, Real Feel, Yamaha or equivalent.  These companies make the rubber top variety which will be quieter and last longer, usually 6” or 12”.
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
